You will be given identification
wristbands and all the information relating to your stay. We will ask for your vehicle registration
number so that you can enter the campsite. Wearing the wristband is mandatory for the entire
duration of your stay.

Your equipment and vehicle must be installed on the pitch indicated by the campsite staff.

During this time, vehicles must remain parked in the external car park. Parking is prohibited on
roads and on pitches other than your own.

This depends on availability. Please inform reception at least 24 hours before your departure.

Please be courteous and avoid noise, games or discussions that may disturb others. Lower the
volume of radios and televisions. Using car horns inside the campsite is prohibited.

Please keep your pitch, accommodation and the campsite clean. All waste must be placed in
the designated containers.

Please show respect for all our staff and for the work carried out to maintain the facilities, especially
the sanitary blocks. Guests must refrain from any behaviour that could damage the cleanliness
or hygiene of the campsite facilities. During your stay, please keep your pitch tidy and clean, as
well as shared facilities such as the sanitary blocks. Children must always be accompanied to
the sanitary facilities.
